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Preface

Alternative care is an important part of services provision to all types of victims and vulnerable
children.To strengthen the effectiveness of alternative care for children, the Royal Government
launched the Policy on Alternative Care for Children in 2006, and subsequently, to implement
this policy, the Ministry of Social Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation (MoSVY) developed
the Minimum Standards for Alternative Care for Children in Institutions in 2006, the Minimum
Standards for Alternative Care for Children in the Community in 2008, and the Prokas on the
Procedures for Implementation of the Policy on Alternative Care for Children in 2011. After
implementing the above policies and Minimum Standards and Procedures for more than 10
years, the Ministry of Social Affairs revised the policy on alternative care for children and put
it into effect through Prakas No. 100, m.o.s.v.y dated April 11, 2024, and received a letter
of support from Samdech Moha Borvor Thipadei HUN MANET, Prime Minister of the
Kingdom of Cambodia, dated May 8, 2024, to support and guide the implementation of this
policy to achieve efficiency and effectiveness. The 2024 Policy on Alternative Care for Children
has been revised to align with the Programs, Policies and Pentagon Strategy stage 1, the
National Assembly’s 7'" mandate, and the 2009 United Nations Guidelines for the Alternative
Care of Children.

At the same time, in line with the Royal Government's decentralization and decentralization
reform program, alternative care work in Cambodia has been reformed through the issuance of
Sub-Decree No. 119, ANK.BK, dated September 11, 2015, on the Management of Residential
Care Institutions and Sub-Decree No. 34, ANK.BK, dated March 7, 2017 on functions
transfer of "management of state residential care institutions" to the capital and provincial
administrations, the function of "inspection of non-governmental organization residential care
institutions" to the capital, city, and district administrations, and the function of "management
of care services for victims and vulnerable children in the community" to the capital, city, and
commune administrations.

Based on the above-mentioned reform of alternative care work, the Ministry of Social
Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation has developed procedures and forms for inspecting
residential care facilities and has transformed it from paperbased to a digital inspection data
system that is easy, secure, and confidential. At the same time, we are regularly building and
strengthening the capacity of inspection officers at the MoSVY, DoSVY and municipal, district,
and khan administrations through training and direct technical support, aiming to ensure the
effective inspection of residential care facilities nationwide.

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Introduction

Cambodia ratified the Convention on the Rights of the Child on 15 October 1992, and Article
48 of the Constitution of the Kingdom of Cambodia also states that the State guarantees the
protection of the rights of the child as set out in the Convention on the Rights of the Child, in
particular the four fundamental rights of the child: the right to survival, the right to development,
the right to protection and the right to participation. The State prevent any work that may impair
the education and learning of the child or that is harmful to the health or well-being of the child.
In the best interests of children, Cambodia has ratified other relevant international conventions
and additional protocols, including the International Labor Organization Convention No. 182
concerning the Prohibition and Immediate Action for the Elimination of the Worst Forms of
Child Labor, 2005; the International Labor Organization Convention No. 138 concerning the
Minimum Age for Admission to Employment, 1999; the Hague Convention on Protection
of Children and Intercountry Adoption, 2007; the Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities, 2012; the Protocol to the Convention against Transnational Crimes, to Prevent,
Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children, 2006; and the
Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child, 2002, on the Sale of Children, Child
Prostitution and Child Pornography, and on the Involvement of Children in Armed Conflict.

As a signatory to international conventions and treaties for the protection of children, the
Royal Government launched a Policy on Alternative Care for Children on April 26, 2006. To
implement this policy, the Ministry developed the Minimum Standards for Residential Care
in 2006, the Minimum Standards for Community-Based Alternative Care for Children in 2008,
and the Declaration on the Procedures for Implementing the Policy on Alternative Care for
Children in 2011. At the same time, the Royal Government issued Sub-Decree No. 90, ANK.
BK, dated July 13, 2015, on amending Article 7 of Sub-Decree No. 116, ANK.BK, on the ration
for victims staying in state centers, Sub-Decree No. 119, ANK.BK, dated September 11, 2015,
on the management of residential care institutions, and Sub-Decree No. 34, ANK.BK, dated
March 7 2017 on function transfer of “Management of State Child Care Centers” to the
capital and provincial administrations, “Inspection of NGO run residential care centers” to
the capital, city, and district administrations, and “Managing Care Services for Victims and
Vulnerable Children in the Community” to the capital, city, and commune administrations, and
other relevant legal documents.

In 2015, the Ministry of Social Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation, in collaboration with
UNICEF, conducted a mapping to identify residential care facilities. The mapping had identified
639 childcare facilities with a total of 35,374 children and young people (45% female), of
whom 26,187 were under 18 (48% female) and 9,187 young people. Based on this study, in
2016, the Ministry of Social Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation took priority measures
to reform alternative care in Cambodia, including implementing the “Action Plan for Improving

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Care and Safely Return of 30% of Children from Residential Care Institutions into Families”
from 2016, developed a digital inspection information management system to manage data
and report on annual inspections of all residential care facilities across the country, and
monitoring the progress of the Action Plan for strengthening child care. In addition, in 2023,
the Ministry continued to prepare and implement the Action Plan for Improving Alternative
Care for Children 2023-2027 and revised and implemented the Policy on Alternative Care for
Children through Prakas No. 100 S.E.Y. dated April 11, 2024. This revision is to be in line with
the Program, Policies and Pentagon Strategy stage 1, the National Assembly’s 7" mandate,
and the 2009 United Nations Guidelines for the Alternative Care of Children. Currently, the
Ministry is preparing to revise the Minimum Standards for Alternative Care for Children to be
consistent with the 2024 Policy on Alternative Care for Children.

Since the implementation of the above priority actions, this is the first time that a report has
been prepared that analyzes the situation and trends in residential care facilities across 25
capitals and provinces of Cambodia, as well as all children living in residential care facilities
from 2015 to 2024. This report provides key information for monitoring the implementation of
the Action Plan on Improving Child Care, the Policy and Minimum Standards on Alternative
Care for Children, and other relevant legal documents. The report is structured into three
sections: following the introduction, section | presents the situation of Residential Care
Facilities (RCF), section Il examines the situation of children living in RCF, section Il provides
recommendations, and lastly, the annex presents data by province and year.

The data sources used in the report are the mapping report from 2015 and yearly inspection
data from MoSVY's digital inspection information management system from 2019 to 2024.
Data cleaning and validation were conducted to ensure accuracy before the analysis. The
report was written with technical support from UNICEF in consultation with the Child
Protection Department of MoSVY. As the data are quantitative in nature, the context offered
in the analysis is limited.

Inspection Report On Analysis Of Residential Care Facilities
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Definitions

Residential Care Facility (RCF): A non-family-based center run by paid staff, where children
live and access services, as well as sleep at night. RCFs inspected include residential care
institutions (or orphanages), pagodas and other faith-based care in religious buildings, boarding
schools, group homes, transit homes, and temporary emergency accommaodation.

Residential Care Institution (RCI): A type of residential care institution that provides services
to all types of children who have been abandoned or cannot stay with their biological families
or relatives in communities. The RCls also accept children who are at risk or need special
protection, but these RCls cannot provide special services'.

Pagodas and Other Faith-Based Care in a Religious Building: Care provided to children
by monks, nuns, lay clergy and religious bodies, who attend to children’s basic needs in the
pagodas and other faith facilities.

Boarding School: A housing arrangement for children to stay for a term or multiple terms
during their studies to access education far from home.

Group Home: A form of alternative care in the community, whereby less than 6 children are
housed in a family environment under the supervision and care of small groups of caregivers
unrelated to the children. A small group home is integrated into a community setting but is not
run by the community.

Transit Home and Temporary Emergency Accommodation: A form of residential care with
limited duration of stay for children in the process of family permanency planning or whose
families are experiencing acute crisis and require temporary housing for their children to
achieve a stable family environment.

1 Alternative Care for Children Policy, 2024
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Section 1 Situation of Residential Care
Facilities

KEY FINDINGS

¢ Residential Care Facilities (RCFs): The percentage of RCFs has decreased by 61%
(387 RCFs), which is from 639 RCFs in 2015 to 252 RCFs in 2024. The percentage of
Residential Care Institutions (RCls) has decreased by 59% (241 RCls), from 406 RCls
in 2015 to 165 RCls in 2024. In 2024, there were 21 state RCls, 144 NGO RCls, 36
pagodas and other faith-based care, 24 boarding schools, 22 group homes, and 5 transit
homes and temporary emergency accommaodation.

e NGO-Operated Facilities: In 2024, 92% of RCFs (231 RCFs) were operated by local
and international NGOs and funded by foreign sources. Amongst all the facilities, 21
RCls were operated by the government.

¢ Minimum Standards of Alternative Care for Children: In 2024, 52% of RCFs (131 RCFs)
met the minimum standards, while 48% (121 RCFs) did not meet the standards and
were in critical condition. 62% of state RCls as well as 62% of NGO RCls met the
minimum standards, while 38% of both types of RCls were below standards. Most
community-based care facilities operated below standards, particularly in faith-based care.

e Registration Status: In 2024, about 18% of RCFs (45 RCFs) were not registered with
a government ministry in 2024, and this trend has not changed since 2019.

e License from MoSVY: In 2024, 45% of RCls (65 RCIs) had licenses from MoSVY, while
54% of RCls (78 RCls) did not have licenses.

e Future Plan: 50% of RCFs will continue to provide reintegration services to children in
2025 and beyond. Two facilities will be transited into other types of care and one facility
will be closed.

1.1 Number of Residential Care Facilities

After the fall of the Khmer Rouge regime in 1979, the Cambodian government established
several residential care facilities (orphanages) to accommodate children who lost their parents
and relatives due to the killings by the Khmer Rouge. Since 1993, in addition to state-run
residential care institutions, non-governmental organizations (NGOs) have established facilities
to assist the government in caring for orphaned and vulnerable children, as well as creating
community-based childcare programs.

Inspection Report On Analysis Of Residential Care Facilities
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According to official registration data with the Ministry of Social Affairs, Veterans, and Youth
Rehabilitation (MoSVY), the number of residential care institutions increased from 154 in 2005
to 254 in 2015.

In 2015, MoSVY conducted a mapping of all RCF in the 25 provinces. The mapping revealed
that Cambodia had 639 RCF including 406 residential care institutions (RCI), 65 pagodas and
other faith-based care in religious buildings, 72 boarding schools, 71 group homes, and 25
transit homes/temporary emergency accommodation. The mapping primarily focused on
residential care institutions, so there is a limitation in mapping all other types of care facilities
in the country.

Based on the recent findings of inspection from November to December 2024, Figure 1.1 shows
that the number of RCFs providing care for children throughout Cambodia has significantly
reduced over 10 years. There were 639 facilities in 2015 compared to 252 facilities in 2024.
A decrease of 387 facilities, which is equivalent to 61%.

Figure 1.2 reveals a similar declining trend for all types of residential care over the same
period. From 2015 to 2024, the number of residential care institutions decreased from 406 to
165 (59%). Amongst these, state RCls increased from 20RCls to 21 RCls, while NGO RCls
decreased from 386 RCls to 144 RCls (63%). Pagodas and other faith-based care from 65 to
36 (45%)?, boarding schools from 72 to 24 (67 %), group homes from 71 to 22 (69%), and
transit homes/temporary emergency accommodations from 25 to 5 (80%).

2 For Pagodas and Other Faith-Based Care, the inspection conducted in the past years mainly focused on other faith-based
care facilities, not included the pagodas.

The main reasons for the reduction in RCFs include:

1. MoSVY's implementation of alternative care reform to improve quality of alternative
care for children (Sub-Decree 119 on the management of RCls), promotion of family-
based care and reintegration.

2. Prevention of unnecessary opening of new RCls.

3. The spread of COVID-19 pandemic and global crisis have caused challenges for NGOs
to secure funding to continue operating the residential care facilities. Consequently,
they have decided to close these facilities.

4. RCls were transformed into group homes, transit homes, and family-based care (kinship
and foster care) in alignment with the government alternative care reform programme
and the reduction of RCls.

1.2 Management and Funding Sources

In 2024, out of the 252 RCFs, nearly half (45%) provided long-term care for children lasting
more than six months, while only a small proportion (2%) offered short-term care (Figure 1.3).
Furthermore, nearly two-thirds of RCFs were operated by local NGOs, whereas one-third
were managed by international NGOs. About 21 RCFs were run by the government (Figure
1.4). In terms of donors, most RCFs were funded by international NGOs (93 RCFs or 37%) and
foreign individuals (58 RCFs or 23%) (Figure 1.5).

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1.3 Implementation of the Minimum Standards of Alternative Care
for Children

From 2019 to 2024, the number of RCFs meeting the minimum standards® increased by 25
(22%), while those not meeting the standards and in a critical condition decreased by 27 (21 %)
and 97 (27%), respectively. Although these results show good progress in implementing the
Minimum Standards of Alternative Care for Children in RCFs, nearly half of the facilities (121
RCFs) still require significant improvement to meet the minimum standards (figure 1.6).

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Regarding the minimum standards of alternative care for children, the government has
established two types of standards. The first standard pertains to the minimum standards
of care in RCls issued in 2006. The second refers to the Prakas on the minimum standard
of community-based care issued in 2008, for inspection of community-based care facilities,
which include pagodas and other faith-based care, boarding schools, group homes, transit
homes and temporary emergency accommaodation.

Figure 1.7 highlights the concerning situation regarding the compliance with the minimum
standards of alternative care in both state RCIsand NGO RCls from 2019t02024. In 2024, among
the 21 state RCls, 13 RCls (62%) complied with the minimum standards, while 4 RCls (19%)
did not comply with the minimum standards, and another 4 RCls (19%) were in critical situation.

3 The inspection of all type of RCFs on the implementation of the Minimum Standards of Alternative Care for Children only started
in 2019 and the last inspection conducted at the end of 2024, therefore, the data used for the analysis is from 2019 to 2024. In
2020 and 2021, inspection was not conducted due to COVID-19 pandemic.

In term of the Minimum Standards of Alternative Care for Children, there are two types. The first one is a Prakas on Minimum
Standards of Residential Care for Children in 2006, which is used to inspect RCls on 7 dimensions: food, health, entertainment,
education, freedom, facility, and management. The second is a Prakas on Minimum Standards of Alternative Care for Children
in the Community in 2008, which is used to inspect community-based care consisted of pagodas and other faith-based care,
boarding school, group home and transit home/temporary emergency accommodation on 9 dimensions: food, hygiene, health,
participation, management, training, complaint, education, discipline. The total score of the inspection of minimum standards is
classified: 0%-78%: Critical situation, 79%-88%: Not meet standard, 89%-100%: Meet standard.
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Similarly, in 2024, 89 NGO RCls (62%) complied with the minimum standards, 34 RCls (24 %)
did not comply with the standards, and 21 RCls (14 %) were in critical condition. Comparing the
data of these two types of RCls in 2024 from 2019, there has been only a slight improvement,
with nearly 40% of RCls still below the minimum standards.

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Regarding the results of compliance with minimum standards in community-based care, the
situation is not much different from that of residential care institutions. Most community-
based care facilities are below minimum standards. Only group homes have shown better
compliance, with 82% (18 out of 22 homes) adhering to the standards.

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1.4 Registration

To obtain legal recognition in Cambodia, all associations and non-governmental organizations
(NGOs) must comply with the Law on Associations and Non-Governmental Organizations of
2015. This law stipulates that local associations and NGOs must register with the Ministry
of Interior, while foreign associations and NGOs must register with the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs and International Cooperation.

According to these findings, the majority of associations and NGOs were registered with
the ministries, totaling 73% (184 facilities) in 2024. In the same year, the number of facilities
that were not registered with the ministries was 18% (45 facilities). This trend has remained
relatively unchanged since 2019.

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1.5 Licensing

All RCls operated by associations and NGOs must have a license from MoSVY to operate
legally.* In 2019, only 33% of RClIs (69 RCls) received a license from MoSVY, while 66% of
institutions (139 RCls) did not have a license. In terms of percentage, by 2024, the situation
had improved, with 45% of RCls (65 RCls) having a license and 54% (78 RCls) still without
one (Figure 1.11).

1.6 Number of NGOs's Residential Care Facilities with Memorandum
of Understanding (MOU)

Over the past five years, there has been significant improvement, the overall percentage of
NGO RCFs with an MOU with MoSVY increased from 15% to 40% (17 to 35 RCFs) , while the
percentage of RCFs without an MOU decreased from 76% to 54% (89 to 47 RCFs) (Figure
1.12). Additionally, almost all types of care facilities have shown an increase in the number of
facilities with an MOU with MoSVY during this period, particularly pagodas and faith-based
care, and group homes (Figure 1.13).

In 2024, approximately 40% of community-based care facilities that were not registered with
the Ministry of Social Affairs, Veterans, and Youth Rehabilitation were registered with other
ministries, such as the Ministry of Cults and Religion and the Ministry of Education, Youth,
and Sports.

1.7 Future plan

According to the findings of inspection in 2024, half of the RCFs will continue to provide
reintegration services to help children return to their families. Additionally, one RCF will be
closed, and two will be transitioned into a different type of care (Figure 1.14).
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Section 2 Situation Of Children Living In
Residential Care Facilities

KEY FINDINGS

¢ Children in Residential Care Facilities: The percentage of children living in residential
care facilities decreased by 73% (19,110 children), from 26,187 children in 2015 to 7077
children in 2024. The percentage of children living in RCls decreased by 70%, from
16,579 children in 2015 to 5,055 children in 2024. In 2024, there were 796 children in
state RCls, 4,259 children in NGO RCls, 440 children in pagodas and other faith-based
care, 1,178 children in boarding schools, 270 children in group homes, and 134 children
in transit homes and temporary emergency accommaodation.

e Children with Disabilities: In 2024, there were 559 children with disabilities living in
residential care facilities, including 297 male (53%) and 262 female (47 %). Among these
children, the majority resided in NGO RCls (186 children), state RCls (181 children),
and boarding schools (165 children). From 2019 to 2024, the number of children with
disabilities in NGO RCls significantly decreased from 450 to 186, while the number of
children with disabilities in state RCls increased from 170 to 181, indicating a 6% rise.
This suggests that these children have been residing in state RCls for many years.

e Parental Survival Status: In 2024, 77% of children (5,471 children) in RCFs had at least
one living parent, while 33% (1,606 children) had neither a living mother nor father.

¢ Minimum Standards of Alternative Care for Children: In 2024, state RCls had 72% of
children (575 children) lived in compliance with minimum standards, 20% (156 children)
lived below minimum standards, and 8% (65 children) were in critical condition. In NGO
RCls, 65% of children (2,781 children) lived in compliance with minimum standards,
27% (1,138 children) lived below minimum standards, and 8% (340 children) were in
critical condition. Community-based care facilities that complied with standards and
had the highest percentage of children living in them were group homes (79% or
212 children). Conversely, community-based care facilities that did not comply with
standards and had the highest percentage of children living in them were pagodas
and other faith-based care (50% or 398 children) and boarding schools (49% or 578
children). The condition of children with disabilities living in state RCls (166 children or
92 %), boarding schools (163 children or 99%), and group homes (22 children or 88%)
was better compared to other residential care facilities.
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2.1 Number of Children Living in Residential Care Facilities

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The number of children living in RCFs has significantly reduced from 2015 to 2024 (Figure
2.1). In 2015, 26,187 children resided in RCFs. This number rapidly declined over the following
decade, with only 7077 children in RCFs by 2024. Overall, the population of children in RCFs
has decreased by 73% (19,110 children), with a reduction of 76% among males (10,335
children) and 70% among females (8,775 children).

Among all types of RCFs, RCls had the most children (Table 1). In 2024, 5,055 children (71 %)
were from RCls, 1,178 children (17%) were in boarding schools, 440 children (6%) were in
pagodas and other faith-based care, 270 children (4%) were in group homes, and 134 children
(2%) were in transit homes.

From 2015 to 2024, the number of children in RCFs reduced. RCls saw a reduction of 11,524
children (70%), boarding schools by 4,861 children (80%), pagodas and other faith-based care
by 909 children (67 %), group homes by 1,322 children (83%), and transit homes/temporary
emergency accommodation by 494 children (79%).

In terms of age groups, more than half of children in RCFs were aged 6 — 14 years old (58%),
followed by 15 — 17 years old (34%), 4 — 5 years old (5%), and 0 — 3 years old (3%) (Table 2).

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2.3 Children with Disabilities

In 2024, there were 559 children (8%) in RCFs with various forms of disabilities, with 297
males (563%) and 262 female (47%) (Figure 2.2). Physical disability accounted for the largest
proportion (370 children or 47%), followed by intellectual disability (271 children or 34%) and
sensory disability (154 children or 19%) (Figure 2.3). Of the total number, the highest number
of children with disabilities resided in NGO RCls, totaling 186 children. This is followed by state
RCls, with 181 children, and boarding schools accommodated 165 children (Figure 2.4).

From 2019 to 2024, the total number of children with disabilities in residential care facilities
decreased by 159 children. This decline is primarily due to the reduction in the number of
children with disabilities residing in NGO RCls, which dropped from 450 to 186 children.
Conversely, the number of children with disabilities in state RCls increased from 170 to 181
children, indicating that these children tend to stay in state RCls for extended periods (see
Figure 2.4).

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2.4 Parental Survival Status

In 2024, 77 % of children (5,471 children) in RCFs had at least one living parent. Of these, 39%
(2,772 children) had both parents alive, while 38% (2,699 children) had either a mother or a
father alive. Conversely, 23% of children (1,606 children) in RCFs had neither a living mother
nor father.

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2.5 Educational Level

The largest number of children in RCFs attending school were in grades 1-9, totaling 5,113
children. This was followed by 1,725 children in grades 10-12 and 969 children in vocational
skill training. Additionally, around 539 children were attending pre-school, while 243 of the
same age group were not enrolled.

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2.6 Placement of Children into Residential Care Facilities, 2024

In 2024, data showed that 46% of children (3,237 children) were admitted into RCFs by the
Commune Committee for Women and Children, the Ministry of Social Affairs, Veterans and
Youth Rehabilitation, the Department of Social Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation, and
local authorities. Additionally, 39% of children (2,727 children) were registered by their parents
or relatives, and 11% of children (777 children) were brought in by RCF staff (Figure 2.7).

When examining whether these children were placed in RCFs through proper placement
procedures of MoSVY, Figure 2.8 indicated that children placed by local authorities showed
the highest compliance with placement procedures. For example, 95% (3,068 children) placed
by local authorities, 61% (1,671 children) placed by parents/relatives, and 69% (540 children)
placed by RCF staff followed proper procedures.

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2.7 Children Living in Residential Care Facilities by Minimum
Standards of Alternative Care for Children

In 2024, approximately 4,214 children (59%) were living in RCFs that met the minimum
standards. Conversely, 1,891 children (27%) were living in RCFs that did not meet the standards,
and 972 children (14%) were in facilities in critical condition, which is quite significant.

Figure 2.10 illustrates the number of children in residential care facilities, categorized according
to the minimum standards of alternative care for children from 2019 to 2024. The graph shows
several improvements. For instance, the number of children living in residential care facilities
that complied with the standards increased by 109 (16%). Conversely, the number of children
living in facilities that do not meet the minimum standards decreased by 546 (17%), with
1,954 children (17%) in critical condition.
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Regarding RCls, in 2024, state RCls had 72% (575 children) live in according to the minimum
standards, while 28% (221 children) lived below these standards. In NGO RCls, 65% of
children (2,781 children) lived according to minimum standards, and 35% (1,478 children) lived
below these standards. These results indicate that the conditions for children in state RCls are
better than those in NGO RCls, as the percentage of children living in state RCls is higher than
that in NGO RCls. However, both RCI types still have many children living below minimum
standards (1,478 children) (Figure 2.11).

For community-based care, the percentage of children in boarding schools and group homes that
complied with the minimum standards is higher than in other community-based care settings,
with 51% (600 children) and 79% (212 children) respectively (Figure 2.12). Meanwhile, the
percentage of children in community-based care settings that did not comply with minimum
standards is 49% (578 children) in boarding schools and 50% (398 children) in faith-based care.

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Figures 2.13 and 2.14 show that the conditions for children with disabilities living in state
RCls (166 children or 92%), boarding schools (163 children or 99%), and group homes (22
children or 88%) are better than those in other care facilities. For children with disabilities living
in NGO RCls, their situation is concerning. From 2019 to 2024, the percentage of children
with disabilities in NGO RCls that did not comply with minimum standards has significantly
increased, from 27% (122 children) in 2019 to 68% (127 children) in 2024.

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Section 3 Recommendations

RECOMMENDATIONS

1.

Ministry of Social Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation (MoSVY)

Prevent unnecessary placement of children in institutions, especially children with
disabilities, through effective implementation of the alternative care policy for children,
which was enacted in 2024.

Strengthening the implementation of strategies for family preservation and strategies
for communication to end violence against children and prevent unnecessary family
separation of children.

Expand the implementation of the Cambodia PROTECT Strong Family campaign and
Positive Parenting programs for parents and caregivers.

Enhance close cooperation with the Ministry of Cult and Religion, and the Ministry of
Education, Youth and Sports to clarify the roles and responsibilities of each relevant
ministry in implementing Sub-Decree No. 119 on the management of residential
care institutions, Sub-Decree No. 34 on the functions transfer to sub-national
administrations, and the implementation of minimum standards on alternative care for
children in Residential Care Institutions because some faith-based care and boarding
schools providing child care do not have MoU with the Ministry Social Affairs, Veterans
and Youth Rehabilitation.

Increase collaboration with the Ministry of Interior, the Capital and Provincial
Administrations, and the Krong, District and Khan office of Social Affairs and Welfare
to urgently assess the situation of residential care institutions (RCls) that do not have
a license to be residential care institutions, as well as all residential care facilities that
are in critical conditions.

Encourage the provincial Department of Social Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation,
and the Krong, District and Khan office of Social Affairs and Welfare to include in their
annual budget plans, as part of the social services package budget, the implementation
of regular inspections of all residential care facilities, case management to prevent
placement of children in RCls and child reintegration case, the budget for purchasing
computers or tablets, and maintenance/repair services of the devices.

Integrate in the annual budget plans the development of inspection systems and
mentoring and coaching visit, data analysis and report development, training for officials
of the provincial Department of Social Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation,
and the Krong, District and Khan office of Social Affairs and Welfare to effectively
implement the minimum standards on alternative care for children.

Strengthen the following measures to inspect residential care facilities:

= Regularly issue formal letters of warning to residential care facilities that are not
in compliance with standards and are in critical condition. These letters should
provide specific recommendations for improvement. The Ministry of Social Affairs,
Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation should request residential care facilities to
provide their action plans to address these recommendations.

= |ncorporate child protection and child safety policies to prevent and respond to
violence into the new minimum standards for alternative care for children which is
currently being developed.

= |n addition to regular inspections, conduct ad-hoc and special inspections of
residential care facilities to monitor implementation of recommendations and
respond to residential care facilities with high risks.

= The Ministry of Social Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation should strengthen
the collection, analysis and use of inspection data for program planning and
government budget allocation.

Strengthening the capacity of social workers and care takers working in residential
care facilities with many children with disabilities, by developing lesson on "Disability
Inclusion" and methodology working with people with disabilities and integrating in
the standardized training curriculum of the National Institute of Social Affairs.

Training and specific training course conducted by the Ministry of Social Affairs,
Veterans Affairs and Youth Rehabilitation should continue, tailored to the needs of
social workers and care takers of children in care facilities.

Collaborate with relevant partners to incorporate the United Nations Disability
Guidelines into the implementation procedures for alternative care policies for children.

Prepare guidelines on the inspection of residential care facilities and inspection forms
in line with the new minimum standards for alternative care, and include disability-
friendly guidelines in those documents.

Update the disability categories in the inspection guidelines and forms to ensure that
the identification of disabilities of children living in residential care facilities is consistent
with the guidelines on disability identification, social models and fundamental rights.
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2. Sub-national Administration

A- Provincial and Capital Administration

Strengthen the review and decision-making on the application for placement and
release of victim and vulnerable children in state centers.

Strengthen case management in centers, reintegration, family reunification,
monitoring and closure of children's cases, especially children with disabilities.

Provide life skills and vocational training for older children who cannot find
permanent families before they reach adulthood.

Prepare an updated list of children in state institutions and the documents
for adoption and submit to the Ministry of Social Affairs, Veterans and Youth
Rehabilitation.

Strengthen collaboration with non-governmental residential care facilities as well
as municipal, district, khan and commune authorities to ensure the effective
reintegration of children, especially children with disabilities, back into their
families through case management using the Primero case management system
and in accordance with the child protection standard operational procedures (CP
SOP) for municipal, district, and khan administrations.

B- Krong, District and Khan Administration

Allocate funds to the Krong, District and Khan office of Social Affairs and Welfare to
implement functions as specified in Sub-Decree No. 34 on the functions transfer
to sub-national administrations, especially inspections of residential care facilities,
purchase of computer equipment or tablets, maintenance/repair services.

Strengthening child case management using the Primero case management
system to prevent children being placed into residential care facilities and cases
of child reintegration.

Strengthen the review and decision-making on the application for placement
or release of victim and vulnerable children to non-governmental organization
residential care facilities.

Strengthen the monitoring of case referrals and the provision of child welfare
services in non-governmental organization residential care facilities.

C- Commune and Sangkat Administration

Conduct gaps and needs assessments of children in at risk families and situations
to make informed decisions about form of child placement
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e Strengthen arrangements for temporary placement of children who have been
abandoned through placement in kinship care, foster care, etc., before placing
children in residential care institutions.

e Monitor cases of children who have been re-integrated from residential care
centers into families and communities.

D- NGOs partners

e Strengthen the provision of childcare services and case management service in
the centers

e Participate in the implementation of Sub-Decree No. 119, dated 11 September
2014 on management of residential care institutions, Sub-Decree No. 34, ANK
BK dated 07 March 2017 on functions transfers (management of state RCl to
provincial and capital administration, management of NGO RCls to Krong, district
and Khan administration, and management of service for victim and vulnerable
children and family to capital, Krong and commune administration).
