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Feedback, opinion and recommendations from Children’s Homes 

 

Problems and Challenges 

 

 Not yet legally registered (1) 

 Children with colour cards cannot study some subjects at university (1) 

 Children’s behaviour such as teenager’s are naughty and don’t listen, theft and sexual 

behaviour (1,3,15,17) 

 More children need help but no more space (1,9) 

 Budget not enough and hard to find more funding (1,6,9,12,13,15,17) 

 No electricity or water (2,13) 

 Relationship between children and their family’s needs to be better (3) 

 Some children have no ID but are in school, hey need 0 card (4) 

 At the beginning cannot understand language of children (7) 

 Problems with slow process of applying for ID (9) 

 No staff who can be psychologist or social worker or other specialist skills (9,12) 

 3 children have no ID even though born in Thailand so can’t get health care (30 baht 

scheme) (10) 

 Sometimes children are sick or hurt and don’t tell us so we don’t know what happened 

to them (11) 

 Difficult to follow or find father or mother (14) 

 To help children recover from lack of loving care takes long time (14) 

 

Recommendations to and request for help from the Government 

 

 We want government to visit, look after and recommend about how to take care of the 

children, get a license and do the paperwork (1,2,12,14) 

 Set up group discussion and training for staff and care mothers (3,12,14) 

 To train children and their parents about drugs, the law about domestic violence and 

stealing, improve behavior and manners (3,17) 

 Government officer to coordinate to the children’s homes (4) 

 To look after the health care and hygiene of the children (8) 
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 Government come to take care of the children especially children who don’t belong to 

any group (9,13) 

 Government come to recommend about making ID card (6,10,17) 

 Government to come to observe regularly to make understanding and to solve problems 

together (11,12) 

 To facilitate about making the paperwork that the government want form us( 12) 

 To supervise and give guidance to children’s homes (to be a mentor) (12) 

 We asked before but nothing happened (13) 

 To support annual scholarships for children (14)
